Details:
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The FAITH-A-THON consists of a series of games on the commandments, sacraments,
scripture, doctrine, church history, saints, etc, with questions based on the curriculum of the
various religion textbooks used in archdiocesan schools and religious education programs.
Teams rotate throughout the day, competing for points. The last game is a playoff between
the teams who have accumulated the most points throughout the day.
Each Faith-a-thon team is made up of six contestants. A team may consist of all 6" graders,
7" graders, 8" graders, or a mixture of grades. (A team may have up to two alternates.)
There are two divisions, A and B. Each team will determine which division they want to
enter. However, teams with two or more repeating members must enter Division A.
Each parish/school team may compete on either Friday or Saturday. (First-come, first- serve)
Each parish/school may enter up to three teams.
Each parish/school will establish its own procedures for selecting its FAITH-A-THON team.
A set of 400 Faith Facts Flash Cards prepared by Kieran Sawyer is available for purchase
through TYME OUT. However, contest questions will not be limited to these cards. The
content from any of the religion textbooks used in the archdiocese may be included in the
games, as well as content from of any of the games in Kieran Sawyer’s Faith Facts for
Young Catholics, volumes | and I,
Parishes/schools are responsible for transportation and for securing the proper permission
forms from the parents of the participating youth.

Remember that the primary purpose of the FAITH-A-THON
is to motivate all of your middle school children to learn the
factual data that supports their faith.
